Any notice or demand by any Participant to
AMP-Ohio under this Contract shall be dqcmod properly given if mailed postage prepaid and addressed to
AMP-Ohio as set forth in Appendix J. Any notice or demand by AMP-Ohio to any Participant under this
Contract shall be deemed properly given if mailed postage prepaid and addressed to the Participant at the
address furnished to AMP-Ohio in connection with the execution and delivery of this Contract and set
forth on Appendix J. In computing any period of time from any such notice, such period shall commence
(i) on the same Business Day that the notice is issued if haad delivered, (if) at Noon on the first Business
Day following the date such notice was issued if delivered by electronic mail, facsimile or by hand-
delivery, or (iif) at Noom of the second Business Day following the date such notice was issued if sent by
overnight mail, or (iv) at Noon of the thind Business Day following the date such notics was issued if sent
bry regular mail.  The name and address to which such notice or demend is directed mey be changed at -
any time and from time to time by any Party giving notice as above which shail then be updated on
Appendix J.

Contract nor any interest herein shall be wansferred or assigned by any Participant.

(B)  Each Participant acknowledges and agrees that AMP-Ohio may sell, lease or otherwise
dispoge of all or substantially all of its propetty and assets to or merge into or consolidate with, any other
entity which shall assume all of AMP-Ohio’s obligations herennder, and that AMP-Ohio may assign and
pledge to any trustee or similar fiduciary designated in any Trust Indenture all of, or any interest in, its
right, title, end interest in and fo all payments to be mede to AMP-Ohio under the provisions of this
Contract (other than the Service Fee) as security for the payment of emy Bonds, and, wpon such

If the
Parties and the mediator are unable to settle the same within thirty (30) days from selection, of such othet
Hme a5 the Parbies agree, the mediator shall make a written recommendation as fo the resolution of the
dispute. Each Party, in its sole discretion, shall aceept or reject such recoyumendation inn writing within
ten (10) Business Days. Should the Parties be unable to agree upon a single mediator within five (5)
Businese Days of the written response of ﬂwf responding Party, any Party or the Parties jointly shall
petition the Presiding Judge of the Court of Common Pleas of Franklin County Ohio, to appoint a
mediator, experienced and knowledgeable in the matters which are the subject of the dispute.

SECTION 4. That the Villagpe Administrator of this Municipality, as a part of such
officer’s official duties, is hereby appointed as Municipality’s representative for any meetings or
determinations of the Participants ot the Participants Committee pursuant to the PSC end is
authorized and directed, acting for, in the name of and on behalf of this Municipality, te vote
