The “Global Action on ArcelorMittal” appreciates the initiative taken by ArcelorMittal to start a dialogue with community and environmental groups.  We would once again like to reiterate the problems of pollution, health and safety standards, lack of information and engagement, at many ArcelorMittal steel mills and mines in various parts of the world.  Communities and environmental groups have raised these issues over many years at the national level but they have fallen to deaf ears at the company. The details of the specific projects are enumerated in a report titled- “In the wake of ArcelorMittal - the global steel giant's local impacts”, which portrays a growing set of problems faced by communities in Kazakhstan, Czech Republic, Romania, Ukraine, South Africa, India and United States.  
We do agree that our meeting on May 13, 2008 in Luxembourg was a first step in the right direction. However, given that ArcelorMittal has provided very little information that has been requested by local communities and groups, we would like to see some concrete steps taken by the company to disclose key documents. The release of following documents will be crucial for future constructive dialogues:
· South Africa - Master Plan 

· Romania - Environmental Action Plan and Health and Safety Policy

· Ukraine - Environmental Action Plan and Health and Safety Policy
In addition to interacting with us at the international level, ArcelorMittal must also share information and engage with national and local organizations.  Any dialogue at the international level cannot be used to circumvent the national campaigns of the communities, who have been raising these issues for many years.
