MITTAL ANNOUNCES “GOOD NEIGHBOR MATTERS VOICE MESSAGE LINE”:

March 21:  At a meeting of the Tremont Leaders last night, Mittal Cleveland Works Plant Manager Terry Fedor announced a new phone number that residents can call if they observe pollution problems coming from the steel mill. The number, which the plant calls the “Good Neighbor Matters Voice Message Line,” is 216-429-7300. Fedor encouraged the line to be used between 8 AM and 5 PM and promised that people who call the number will get a personal phone call back.  

In his recap of the meeting on Tremonter.com, resident Adam Harvey urges, “I think we should all call this when we see or smell pollution.”

Twelve-year resident and Auburn Ave. Block Club co-chair Becca Riker reports that, in answer to various questions from meeting participants about orange clouds, soot, and odors coming from the facility, Fedor answered that he did not know about these problems but that people should report them to the hotline.  

Becca adds, “I personally went out this weekend and knocked on doors along Brayton and Fruit Avenues, houses whose backyards are Mittal Steel and Clark Field. Interesting enough, about 90% of the folks I spoke with, along with a representative from Ohio Citizen Action, had noticed pollution problems. Many of them told us that someone in their home had bronchitis, emphysema or asthma.”
