Dear Mr. Maness,

As you may know, Ohio Citizen Action has been campaigning since 2003 to urge
Sunoco to invest in pollution prevention and modernization at its
Mid-America Refinery in Toledo. Our members have sent over 12,000 personal
letters, postcards, and petitions expressing concerns about the refinery's
problems to Roger Lyle and John Drosdick.


While we have been conducting our campaign, several neighbors of the
refinery have filed a lawsuit against Sunoco for health and property damages
related to the pollution coming from the East Toledo Refinery. Subsequently,
we were subpoenaed by your attorney with a demand to turn over the personal
medical information of all the neighbors we spoke with while conducting a
community health survey in August of 2004.

Ohio Citizen Action and Sunoco are now very close to reaching an agreement
in which Sunoco will drop its request for personal medical information of neighbors who are not plaintiffs in the suit. This agreement is being forged in the spirit of good faith and understanding between both parties and we hope to make an announcement within the next two weeks. Also at that time, we propose another announcement be made to show Sunoco’s commitment to a working relationship with refinery neighbors. 

I suggest that we announce a meeting between you, several refinery neighbors and Ohio Citizen Action to discuss Sunoco's commitment to the protection of public health and the environment in Toledo. I am not proposing a large public meeting, but rather a smaller working session in which each of us could discuss positive ways to move forward in a difficult situation.  This meeting could be held in Philadelphia or Toledo, whichever is more convenient for you.
