Dear Mr. Drosdick,

As someone who lived next to a refinery for many years, I am writing to urge Sunoco to reconsider its demand for the health surveys conducted near your Toledo, Ohio refinery.  

One of the most important things your refinery could do at this time is to establish better relationships with your neighbors who live close to the plant.  By insisting that Ohio Citizen Action, a third party, give you the health questionnaires of your neighbors, you will make it harder to establish any kind of working relationship with them in the future.

Neighbors of refineries are exposed to many types of pollution, as well as the constant danger of accidents.  Sunoco could show good faith to its neighbors by investing in processes and technologies that can preventing accidents and pollution.  

In Norco, Louisiana, Shell ultimately agreed to buy our houses to create a buffer zone around the refinery.  Whatever the solution is near your Toledo refinery, your neighbors need to know that you are willing to work with them and that you are not going to insist on invading their privacy.
