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While 10 unions gave contributions to Supreme Court candidates from 2000-2006, only 3 of them provided financially significant support.

Police officers have a vested interested in the make up of Ohio courts. The Fraternal Order of Police contributed a combined $16,500 to the following candidates:  Robert Cupp, Judith Lanzinger, Maureen O’Connor, Terrence O’Donnell, and Evelyn Stratton.  

Unions contributed more than 15% ($12,500) of the total contributions to Justice Paul Pfeiffer but did not support the other members of the Court in the same way.  In 2004, the Ohio Education Association contributed $10,500 to Justice Paul Pfeifer.  The Ohio Education Association did not financial support any other campaigns.   

The interests of the Ohio and Vicinity Regional Council of Carpenters are tied to those of the construction industry.  The Council gave a combine total of $10,500 to Justices Moyer, O’Donnell, and Pfeifer.
