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Background 

In 1997, candidates for Cincinnati City Council were limited by a 1995 city ordinance. The contribution limits during the 1997 election were as follows: 

Contribution Limits Established by 1995 Ordinance 

Type of Contribution�Limit��From an individual to candidate for city council. In December 1998, Cincinnati City Council repealed the 1995 ordinance that limited campaign contributions and expenditures. City Council member Charles Winburn pushed for the repeal of the ordinance following a ruling by the U.S. Supreme Court declaring the limits on spending unconstitutional. With repeal, the city reverted to state campaign finance laws. Those laws place no spending or contribution limits on campaigns for local political office. Those who voted for the repeal were Charles Winburn, Phil Heimlich, Paul Booth, Jeannette Cissell, and Minette Cooper. Those who voted against the repeal were Roxanne Qualls, Todd Portune, Tyrone Yates, and Jim Tarbell.  

On March 14, 2001, Cincinnati City Council passed measures to improve disclosure. Those who voted for improved disclosure were Pat DeWine, Paul Booth, Minette Cooper, John Cranley, Phil Heimlich, Charles Luken, and Alicia Reece. Only Chris Monzel voted against the ordinance. This ordinance requires employer disclosure of contributions over $200 to any candidate for city council. It requires that contributions that come in during the last 19 days be reported within 48 hours.  

The Fair Elections Coalition collected more than 10,000 signatures to put a proposed amendment to the Cincinnati City Charter on the November 2001 ballot. This initiative is known as the Fair Elections Amendment and it includes a comprehensive package of campaign finance reforms. The Fair Elections Coalition is an informal network of civic organizations, including League of Women Voters of Cincinnati, Citizens for Civic Renewal, Women’s City Club, NAACP, Charter Committee, AFL-CIO Labor Council, Dollars and Democracy, Coalition of Neighborhoods,
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Interfaith Alliance, Cincinnati Coalition Political Caucus, Common Cause, Greater Cincinnati Coalition for the Homeless, Appalachian Political Action Committee, Ohio Citizen Action and its research arm, Citizens Policy Center. 

Fair Elections Amendment Passes

Cincinnati voters in favor of campaign finance reform passed Issue 6 making Cincinnati the twelfth city in the country to enact public financing.  Issue 6 initially lost by 23 votes, delaying the official election results.  It wasn’t until November 20, 2001 that the Hamilton County Board of Elections certified Issue 6 as the winner by 547 votes.  

The Fair Elections Amendment, called Issue 6 on the November 2001 ballot, included campaign contribution limits similar to those put into effect in 1995 but with some distinct differences. 

 Fair Elections Amendment Contribution Limits

The Fair Elections Amendment includes a ban on campaign contributions from the following: 

From the campaign fund of another candidate in a council or mayoral election 

From a council member 

From the mayor 
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Issue 6 strengthens disclosure requirements. It requires electronic filing of campaign contributions so that the public and the press can more easily examine contributions before elections. It adds a reporting period 60 days before the election. It reduces the reporting threshold from more than $200 to more than $100, which mirrors the law for candidates for the Ohio General Assembly. Contributions over $500 in the 20 days before an election are required to be reported within 5 days.  

Within 10 days of making an independent expenditure totaling more than $1,000, timely disclosure is required. If the expenditure is made within 30 days before the election, the person or organization must file an independent expenditure report within 48 hours and if made within 7 days of the election the person shall file the report within 24 hours.  

Partial Public Financing & Voluntary Spending Limits

The Fair Elections Amendment establishes a voluntary system of partial public financing for a candidate for mayor or for city council. This candidate must agree to limit campaign spending to three times the annual salary of a council member or of the mayor.

�To qualify for partial public financing, a candidate for city council must: 

Raise $5,000 from at least 150 individual contributors of $10 or more 

To qualify for partial public financing, a candidate for mayor must: 

Raise $10,000 from at least 300 individual contributors of $10 or more 

Candidates for either race must sign a written agreement to file additional contribution reports, to stick to spending limits and to abide by the other conditions required by the Citizens Elections Commission. 

Once a candidate has qualified, the candidate will receive $2 of public money for every $1 of individual contributions that he/she raises up to the agreed spending limit of three times the 
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salary of the office sought. Contributions from political parties and PACs are not matched by public dollars in the initiative.�

Citizens Elections Commission

The Fair Elections Amendment also creates the Citizens Elections Commission to oversee and enforce campaign finance regulations in Cincinnati elections. Appointed by the mayor, the commission will be composed of one representative from each recognized local political party and two citizens who are independents. Commission members must be city of Cincinnati residents who are not currently active in Cincinnati elections or professionally involved in municipal government. The Commission is designed to be an enforcement mechanism. The Citizens Elections Commission will be able to determine and impose fines.

Citizens Opposed to Additional Spending and Taxes (C.O.A.S.T), led by Ohio Representative Tom Brinkman, Jr. (R-Cincinnati), Mark Miller and John R. Kruse, collected signatures to put a repeal of the Fair Elections Amendment on this November’s ballot.  



Direct Election of Mayor 

The City of Cincinnati Charter Amendment was placed on the May 4, 1999 ballot and was passed by the voters. The amendment changed the role and powers of the mayor, the manner of selection of the city manager and the way Cincinnati's mayor is elected. The mayor of Cincinnati is now elected directly by majority vote in the November election following a September non-partisan primary to be held every 4 years. The term limit for mayor is two successive four-year terms. Council members are limited to four successive two-year terms.
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Key Findings



Candidates for Cincinnati City Council and Mayor received $2,461,993 in 2001.  This can be compared to candidates for Cincinnati City Council in 1997 ($2,322,157) and in 1999 ($2,458,533).

The winning candidate for mayor, incumbent Charlie Luken, generated four times as much as Courtis Fuller, the challenger who made it through the September 2001 Primary. Both mayoral candidates in the General Election raised significantly more than the two Primary losing candidates.

The incumbent mayor raised 3.9 times as much as the three challengers combined. There were seven incumbents and nineteen non-incumbent City Council candidates.  The average incumbent candidate for Cincinnati City Council raised 3.7 times more than the average non-incumbent.  The incumbent candidates for City Council raised an average of $159,485 and the challenger candidates only $42,858.

The winning candidates generated a total of 3.6 times more ($1,515,042) than the total raised by losing candidates ($415,667).  The average amount of money generated by individual winning 
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candidates was 6.6 times more than the average amount generated by losing candidates.  Winners generated an average of $168,338, compared to an average of  $24,451 generated by losing candidates.  All seven incumbent candidates running for city council won.  



All of the candidates who lost individually generated less than the lowest winning challenger, David Crowley ($132,132).

Money is not the only determinate of success. Of all the losing candidates, Lawra Baumann generated the most by raising $123,543.  However, she received only 3.21% of the vote and placed 16th out of the 26 candidates.

Seventy-three percent (73%) of all money raised by candidates for mayor and City Council came from individual contributors.  Five thousand one hundred twenty-eight (5,128) individuals contributed to city council and mayoral candidates, totaling $1,803,282.

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The Lindner Legacy

The Lindners were very active throughout 1997-2001.   It is interesting to note the contribution pattern changes that occurred within the Lindner family. Once the contribution limits were removed prior to the 1999 election cycle, fewer Lindners contributed.  It was no longer necessary for individuals to rely on their family members to inflate their contributions.  The total contributions from the Lindners were lower during 2001 than the two previous election cycles.

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Changing Contribution Patterns



During 1997 contribution limits were in place. The direct election of the mayor began in 2001.  Both of these factors may contribute to changing contribution patterns in recent election cycles.   The total contributions for these election cycles were very similar but the pattern of giving very different.  Labor unions and Political Action Committees appear to be the most impacted by contribution limits.

Recommendations



Implement contribution limits and partial public financing.  The City Council passed disclosure requirements which make it easier to “follow the money” and to do studies like this one.  However, it does not address the problems that challengers face.  All seven incumbent candidates running for City Council won.  All of the candidates who lost individually generated less than the lowest winning challenger.  The incumbent mayor during 2001 raised 3.9 times as much as the three challengers combined.  Winning candidates generated a total of 3.6 times more than the total raised by losing candidates.  



Partial public financing also addresses the possible influence of large contributors.  Out of the top 50 organizational contributors, 23 have contracts with the city of Cincinnati.  Just over 10% of all organizational contributions came from developers, real estate and construction interests.
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Methodology



The Citizens Policy Center analyzed contributions from 2001 to candidates for Mayor of Cincinnati and Cincinnati City Council.  Totals include contributions from political action committees (PACs), labor unions, organizations and individuals.  



The database is based on the filings of candidates for Mayor of Cincinnati and Cincinnati City Council, available from the Hamilton County Board of Elections.  



To identify the employers of contributors, the Citizens Policy Center obtained the following databases:  

Databases of architects, doctors, dentists, funeral directors and certified public accountants registered to do business in Ohio from the Ohio Division of Administrative services, 

A database from the Ohio Supreme Court of attorneys in Ohio, 

A list of lobbyists in Ohio from the Joint Legislative Ethics Committee, 

The InfoUSA PowerFinder, a national phone directory on CD,
