** Ohio political parties are not required currently to disclose any information about their operating funds. They do not even have to list the names of contributors and the amount contributed, which are the minimum disclosure requirements for the other funds.



*** The Ohio Democratic Party deposits most of its contributions into its federal account (not shown here) with a high level of employer disclosure, according to David Duffey, a spokesperson for the Party.  Federal accounts which are regulated by the FEC and subject to federal disclosure requirements are not examined in this study.
